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It is an honor to be able to present the exhibition Five Perspectives on the Future of Nihonga at the Ueno Royal Museum.

This exhibition focuses on a variety of genres, including human figures, landscapes, animals, and still lifes,
highlighting up-and-coming young artists who passionately create distinctive worlds, and who have the promise to become

new leaders on the contemporary Nihonga stage.

Each of the young artists in the show is contributing to the development of new possibilities and directions for
Nihonga—Yuko Kaito (b. 1985) explores images of iterations of still, serene representations of space,

Hiroyuki Kimura (b. 1975) communicates Japanese sensibilities throughout the world through sumo wrestling,
Ryusei Sato (b. 1983) attempts to capture the spirit of wild animals, and Mariko Takahashi (b. 1983)

finds a wellspring of creation in simple, natural landscapes.
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
